Old Windsor, Penton Hook and Bell Weir Reaches
Current Study  
In 2008 a study was commissioned to better understand the long-term trends in the natural sedimentation and the scouring regime of the river.  The final results of this study will be available in July 2009.

Legend

The changes in levels are classified as:-

Low erosion/deposition = , 200mm change in bed level

Moderate erosion/deposition = 200mm – 500mm change in bed level

High erosion/deposition = > 500mm change in bed level

There is a colour legend to coincide with these net change in bed levels.

Graph

A graph is shown alongside each plot showing the time in which the surveys were taken and the corresponding flows during that time period within that reach.  This provides the flow conditions between surveys, to assist in making an overall assessment of river bed movement.

Survey Data

The activity maps indicate the net difference in bed levels between consecutive bathymetric surveys and the dates the surveys were taken.

The last plan on the far right for each reach; illustrates the net change in bed level from the first survey to the last.
